Exclusion in Arabic
Introduction
Exclusion is one of the important styles in the Arabic language, used to exclude what comes after the exclusion
tool from the ruling of what precedes it. It is one of the precise topics that requires a precise understanding of its
rules and provisions.
First: Definition of Exclusion
Exclusion is the act of excluding a noun that comes after an exclusion tool from the ruling of what precedes it.
Elements of Exclusion:
V. The excluded-from: The word from which the excluded is taken.
Y. The exclusion tool: (illa, ghair, siwa, khala, ‘ada, hasha)
Y. The excluded: The noun that is excluded from the ruling.
Second: Exclusion Tools and Their Types
V. Exclusion tools:
* Particles: (illa, khala, ‘ada, hasha)
* Nouns: (ghair, siwa)
* Verbs: (laysa, la yakun)
Y. Types of exclusion style:
Y. Complete affirmative: (The students attended except Khalid)
Y. Complete negative: (The students did not attend except Khalid)
Y. Incomplete negative: (Only Khalid attended)
Third: Grammatical Inflection of the Excluded
Y. With the tool (illa):
* If the statement is complete affirmative:
0 The excluded is in the accusative case (The students attended except Khalid)
« If the statement is complete negative:
0 The excluded follows the excluded-from (The students did not attend except Khalid)
* If the statement is incomplete negative:
0 The excluded is in the nominative case (Only Khalid attended)
Y. With (ghair, siwa):
* They are inflected as a noun in the genitive case with an omitted preposition.
0 (I read the books except for one book)
Y. With (khala, ‘ada, hasha):
* They function like "laysa" if connected to what follows them.
0 (The students attended except Khalid)




Fourth: Conditions for Exclusion with (illa)

V. That the statement is complete (the excluded-from is mentioned).
Y. That the statement is affirmative.

Y. That the excluded is connected to the excluded-from.

Fifth: Applied Examples

V. Complete affirmative:

0 "The students succeeded except one student."

« Student: excluded in the accusative case by the exclusion tool.

Y. Complete negative:

0 "The students did not fail except one student."”

& Student: a substitute for the excluded-from in the nominative case.
Y. Incomplete negative:

0 "Only one student succeeded.”

& Student: subject in the nominative case.

¢, With ghair and siwa:

0 "l read the stories except for one story."

& Ghair: excluded in the accusative case.
