Introduction 

The writing system in the Arabic language is a set of rules and principles that govern the correct writing of 

words and letters, and it includes rules of spelling, script, and punctuation. Mastering this system is essential to 

ensure clarity and accuracy in written expression. 

First: Components of the Writing System 

1. Arabic Letters and Their Characteristics 

o 82 letters written from right to left 

o Each letter has different forms depending on its position in the word (beginning - middle - end - isolated) 

o The phenomenon of connection and separation in letters 

8. Orthography 

o Rules for writing the hamza (beginning of the word - middle - end) 

o The soft alif and the long alif 

o The tied taa and the open taa 

o Writing letters that are added or omitted 

Second: Basic Spelling Rules 

1. Writing the Hamza 

• Hamzat al-Qat‘: written at the beginning of the word (أكَم, إوِسبن) 

• Hamzat al-Wasl: not written, only pronounced (استمع, ابه) 

• Medial Hamza: according to its vowel and the vowel of the letter before it: 

o On alif if it is open after a sukoon (سأل) 

o On waw if it is damma after an open vowel (نؤو) 

o On yaa if it is kasra (بئز) 

8. The Soft Alif 

• Written as a standing alif at the end of nouns (عصب, رحى) 

• Written as a short alif in verbs (سعى, رمى) 

• Exceptions: (نى, إنى, عهى) 

3. The Tied Taa and the Open Taa 

• The tied taa (ة) in feminine nouns (شجزة, معهمت) 

• The open taa (ث) in verbs and some nouns (كتبج, بيج) 

4. Letters That Are Added or Omitted 
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• The extra alif in (هذا, نكه) 

• Omission in (أيه, كيف) where the alif is omitted 

Third: Punctuation Marks 

1. Period (.): end of a complete sentence 

8. Comma (,): between coordinate clauses or parts of a sentence 

3. Semicolon (;): between two sentences, one of which is the reason for the other 

4. Colon (:): before examples or details. Quotation marks (« ») for quotation or title 

6. Parentheses () for clarification or addition 

Fourth: Common Writing Problems 

1. Confusion between alif and hamza 

8. Error in the tied taa and the open taa 

3. Neglecting punctuation marks 

4. Confusion between similar letters (ث/ث, ذ/س, ض/ظ) 

Fifth: Evolution of the Writing System
