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Evaluations With Adjectives

S +V + Adj + enough + C
Our apartment isn’t big enough for our family.
This room is not spacious enough.

S +V + Too + Adj

This apartment is too hot.
The house is too far from downtown.



Evaluations with nouns

S + V + enough + N (countable)
There aren’t enough windows.
I don’t have enough space for my things.

S + V + Too much + N (uncountable)

The neighbors make too much noise.
There is too much furniture in this small house.



Comparisons with Adjectives
S+V+as+Adj+as+C

The building isn’t as quiet as our old one.
The apartment isn’t as big as the house.

The rent here is as high as it was downtown.
The living room is as cozy as a small cottage.

My bedroom isn’t as bright as yours.



Comparisons with nouns
S + V + as many + countable noun+ as + C
We don’t have as many bedrooms as we used to.
The apartment has as many rooms as the house next door.

S + V + as much + uncountable noun + as + C
We don’t have as much privacy as we had.

This flat has as much natural light as the one on the top
floor.
