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Use be (is / are / am ) going to + Verb (Base Form) for
plans you've decided on.

What are you going to do?

I’'m going to relax at the beach.
We're going to go surfing every day.
I'm not going to do anything special.

I've decided on one thing, I am going to take a boke tour.



Use will + Verb (Base Form) for possible plans before

you’ve made a decision.

What are you going to do?

I’m not sure. I guess I will just stay home.
Maybe I'll take a course.

I don’t know. I think I'll go camping.

I probably won’t go anywhere.
