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The Concept of Democracy

There are many concepts and definitions of the term democracy. It seems to us that
discussing democracy requires no effort, trouble, or categorization, especially since
everyone agrees on a basic definition of democracy based on the linguistic meaning
of the term.

From a linguistic perspective, democracy means "'rule by the people,” and is
derived from the Greek word ""Democracy," meaning "‘the people's choice of their
government and the supremacy of popular authority over the government they
choose.™

The essence of democracy, as Collis's Encyclopedia says, *lies in the fact that
people rule themselves, but this does not happen except in small groups directly,
but rather by voting to choose their representatives.” Everyone agrees that
democracy is "'the rule of the people, for the people, and by the people.*

It means a constitutional, parliamentary, electoral, and free political system that
relies on the will of the majority of the people, respects the nation's common
identity, and upholds internationally recognized human rights. More precisely, it is
a form and content that declares that this political system is based on the
sovereignty of the people and recognizes a set of rights and freedoms for them,
enabling them to choose or change their rulers through peaceful means and
granting them the right to participate in political power.
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
